EARLY EXIT OPTION:  
An early exit option is available. The three year ED45 Bachelor of General Studies will comprise of the following: 

 96 credit points of professional studies in education.   

 96 credit points taken from the Discipline/Content Studies which must include a minimum of 72 credit points in the one 

discipline area; and, 

 96 credit points from a combination of the above or, in consultation with the Program Coordinator, from other courses 

across the university subject to course rules.

COURSE SPECIFIC NOTES 

 

The BEd (Secondary) course requires you to complete 384 credit points of study or 32 units in total (4 per semester). The general

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Discipline - The discipline units are the content units where you will gain expertise in the areas you have selected to teach.  Students 

(except those taking Physical Education or Home Economics) will undertake 144 credit points (12 units) of discipline studies to 

make up two teaching areas ï 6 units in each.  Physical Education and Home Economics students will undertake 168 credit points 

(14 units) of discipline studies ï 8 in their first teaching area (Physical Education or Home Economics) and 6 units in their second 

teaching area.   

In some instances a core discipline unit may be listed in more than one teaching area.  In this situation you must undertake 

alternative appropriate discipline units (as approved by the Teaching Area Coordinator) to ensure the required number of discipline 

units to make up the two teaching areas are undertaken. Recommended units are indicated on the relevant teaching area information 

page/s. (p12-35) 
 

Education - In addition to teaching area specific discipline studies, you will undertake a set sequence of core education units to meet 

course requirements. Students study a minimum of 18 education units covering Teaching and Learning Studies, Field Studies and 
Curriculum Studies. 
 

Field Studies ï You should be aware that 5 periods of field experience, each of 4 continuous weeks duration, occur through the 

program. Each field experience requires your full-time attendance at a school or other educational institution at the programmed 

time. You should plan ahead to ensure that work and other events and commitments do not impinge on your field experiences. Also 

note that it is not possible to study discipline units in semesters that include field studies. The schedule of field experience units with 

their set dates can be found at: http://education.qut.edu.au/students/calendar/epc.jsp 
 

Designated Units ï Field Studies units are also designated units which students are required to complete in order to continue with 

their award course. Student performance in these units is reviewed at the end of each semester. Students who do not successfully 

complete the practicum requirements of these units will have their progress in the course reviewed. 
 

Internship  - You are required to undertake an Internship unit as the final unit of study in this course.  Permission to undertake this 

internship must be cleared with the Queensland College of Teachers (QCT).  If, at the end of your course, you have units other than 

those listed on the CSS for Year 4 semester 2 to complete prior to the start of your Internship, you must seek course progression 

advice from the Course Administration Officer. 
 

Electives - Students (other than Physical Education or Home Economics students) will undertake two elective units.   For more 

information see p 9. 

 

Enrolling online - You are required to enrol on-line using this 2009 Course Summary Sheet to assist with unit selection. Two 

teaching areas must be selected, one from Discipline X and one from Discipline Y. One of these teaching areas must belong to the 

course stream through which you gained entry into the course.  Please refer to page 3 for advice on teaching area selection.  Please 

ensure you nominate your 2 disciplines in the óMajorsô portlet on QUT Virtual,  using the three letter teaching area code shown on 

the individual teaching area pages in your Course Summary Sheet. 
 

Enrolling online for Film & Media Studies  - Students choosing to undertake Film and Media Studies as a First or Second 

Teaching Area should note that this teaching area is subject to quota.  If you are not successful in being accepted into Film and 

Media Studies, the Faculty Office will notify you via your student email to request you to nominate a second preference. 

 
Course Progression:  You should follow the standard course progression as outlined in the Course Summary Sheet to ensure all 

course requirements are met for graduation purposes. You are responsible for ensuring that you have met prerequisite and 

corequisite requirements when selecting your enrolment program. 
 

Maximum completion time ï 10 years 

 

Limits on grades of 3:  A new policy concerning grades of 3 comes into effect from 1 January 2009 (QUT MOPP C/9.2). With 

effect from this date grades of 3 will no longer be considered a conceded or low pass but will be classified as a fail grade.  Any 

grades of 3 awarded prior to 1 January 2009 will retain the conceded pass status and will be counted for graduation purposes up to 

the maximum number of grades of 3 permitted for your course. Grades of 3 incurred in units that commence after 1 January 2009 

will not count towards your degree. The maximum number of pre-2009 grades of 3 permitted for this course can be found here. 
 

Prerequisites: prerequisite requirements for each unit of study are provided in the unit synopsis and it is the studentôs responsibility 

to ensure they have met prerequisites and are correctly enrolled. Failure to do so may result in financial and academic penalties. 
 

Underload: It is not expected that you should underload - i.e. take fewer credit points than the standard semester load. If however, 

your circumstances require you to undertake fewer units than the standard load, it may lead to difficulties in undertaking units in a 

timely manner later in the course. You should also be aware of potential problems with Austudy if you choose to underload.  The 
Faculty of Education permits students to underload to 36cp without Faculty approval. 
 

Overload:  It is not expected that you should overload. - i.e. take more credit points than the standard semester load. If, however, 

your circumstances require you to overload you should be aware of the possible academic consequences of an increased study load. 

A GPA greater than 4 is required to undertake an overload. It is not acceptable to overload with a mix discipline units and Field 

Studies units in the same semester.

Selecting your teaching areas 

A wide range of teaching areas are available in the B Ed (Secondary) for you to choose from.  Care needs to be taken when selecting 

your two teaching areas as changes later in the course are likely to delay your course completion.  The following should be noted: 

ü Physical Education and Home Economics are not available as a second teaching area and can only be undertaken by those 

students who entered as Physical Education students or Home Economics students through the specified QTAC stream. 

ü Mathematics Education is taught on the basis students have the assumed knowledge of four semesters of Mathematics B at 

Sound Achievement level (or higher). If you do not have the specified assumed knowledge we strongly recommend 

preparatory studiesðbefore the course begins or during the first semester of studyðthrough QUT or other recognised 
providers - www.studentservices.qut.edu.au/apply/ug/info/knowledge.jsp 

ü A good background in your selected teaching area (or equivalent) at Year 12 level (or equivalent) is strongly recommended 

particularly for language studies. 

ü The unit outlines for all of the teaching areas listed should be available on the QUT web site.  It is recommended that you 

refer to these before making your teaching area selection to gain greater understanding of what is required - 

https://qutvirtual.qut.edu.au/portal/pls/portal/unout_search_p.show_public.
