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IMPORTANT ENROLMENT INFORMATION 

Student Responsibility: You are responsible for ensuring that your enrolment is completed correctly and that your enrolment 

status is accurate at all times. Students should attempt to follow the standard course progression as outlined in the course 
summary sheet (where applicable). You are expected to abide by the Universityôs due dates when submitting enrolment or 

advanced standing applications and should ensure that your address details are up to date. Failure to do any of the above may 

result in financial and academic penalties, and difficulties in unit selection. 

Units: Units are the basic components of any QUT course. Each unit has a code and title, for example: 

Unit Code Unit Title 

HHB116 Applied Skills and Scholarship 

Ê Unit codes beginning with a ó1ô are considered first level (first year) units. Those beginning with a ó2ô are considered 

second level units, etc. 

Ê Units are usually taught over one semester (13 weeks) and will involve three to four contact hours per week, plus 

approximately eight hours per week of independent study. Units may consist of a weekly lecture in a large theatre 

plus a smaller weekly tutorial group, a three hour long tutorial group, or a different combination of classes.  

Credit Points (CP): units are weighted in terms of credit points. Most units at QUT are worth 12 credit points. To achieve the 

Bachelor of Arts, students must complete 288 credit points (24 units) in total. 

Full -time Study: Students who want to study the Bachelor of Arts full-time usually enrol in 4 units per semester. Full-time 

students should expect to complete the course in 3 years (ie. 8 units per year = 24 units in 3 years). 

Part-time Study: Students who want to study the Bachelor of Arts part-time usually enrol in 2 units per semester. Part-time 
students should expect to complete the course in 6 years (ie. 4 units per year = 24 units in 6 years). 

Underloads ï it is not expected that a student should underload ï ie. undertake fewer credit points than the standard semester 

load. If, however, your circumstances require you to undertake fewer units than the standard load, it may lead to difficulties in 

undertaking units in a timely manner later in the course. Students should also be aware of potential problems with Austudy if 

they choose to underload. 

Overloads ï it is not expected that a student should overload ï ie. undertake more credit points than the standard semester 

load. If, however, your circumstances require you to overload you should be aware of the possible academic consequences of 

an increased study load. Students should also be aware of problems that may arise in the future with Austudy if they elect to 

overload. Commencing Students are not permitted to overload in their first semester of study. 

First year students are not permitted to overload in their first semester of study. 

Course Progression ï students should attempt to follow the standard course progression as outlined in the Course Summary 

Sheet. Failure to do so could result in difficulties in unit selection. It is a studentôs responsibility to ensure they have met pre-

requisite and co-requisite requirements (where applicable) when they select their enrolment program. 

Attendance Mode, Location and Class Code: You are required to enrol in the attendance mode and type as specified in the 

Universityôs letter of offer. It is your responsibility to ensure correct location and class codes are entered on your enrolment 
form as incorrect or missing information may lead to enrolment difficulties.

Timetabling of Units: Staff will make every effort to provide selected unit combinations that are clash-free. However, given 

the flexibility of the Bachelor of Arts program and the number of units on offer a clash-free timetable is not always possible. In 

the event that an elective unit clashes with a core unit you are required to substitute an appropriate elective unit which does not 

clash with the core unit. In some cases students may need to substitute units or take an underload as a result of timetabling 

clashes. 
 

Note that part-time mode is a reference to credit points load and does not indicate attendance type (e.g. evening classes). You 

should also note that units may be timetabled between 8am and 10pm, Monday to Friday. Specific units may require 

attendance outside these times (eg weekends). 
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Eligibility for Graduation ï limits on grades of ñ3ò - Four (4)* units only. (* with a maximum of three (3) Grades of ñ3ò in 

either the Arts or the Law component) 

NOTE: from Semester 1, 2009 a grade of ñ3ò will be considered a failing grade and will not count towards the limit of ñ3ò 

grades permitted in the course, nor will they count towards course completion. 

Maximum time to complete degree: 11 years 

Advanced Standing Applications: You should apply for advanced standing by the due date as delays may cause enrolment 

difficulties. You should enrol in the standard program until the success of any advanced standing application is known. You 

should seek advice from your Course Coordinator before altering your enrolment program after receiving advanced standing or 

exemptions.

 Students are required to complete 16 units (192CP) in total within the BA Program. 

 This total must include at least one (1) Multidisciplinary Professional Major consisting of seven (7) units (84CP)

*  Ethics and Human Rights 

*  Community Studies 

*  Australian Studies 

Advice: To complete a multidisciplinary professional major, students need to take one (1) of the two 

core introductory units associated with that major plus six (6) other units from within the major, 

including, if they wish, the other core unit.  (See Multidisciplinary Professional Major Study 

Sequences pages 9-13) 

 It is recommended that students enrol in HHB116 Applied Skills and Scholarship in their first year.  

 In their remaining units, students have several choices.  These include 

 Completing an additional multidisciplinary professional major (7 units or 84CP) which will give them a double 

major 

 Completing a Discipline Major (6 units or 72CP) - see p. 11-15. Students wishing to complete a full discipline 

major (6 units) should ensure that the core introductory unit for that discipline major is completed.   Students 

planning to complete a full language major (6 units) will need to discuss their program with the relevant Course 

Coordinator in order to ensure that they begin their language studies in first semester and that their language units 
can be continued into their third year. 

 Completing a Minor (4 units or 48CP) - see p. 11-15 

 Completing a series of elective units or a University Minor (4 units or 48CP) 

 At least twelve (12) units (144CP) of the sixteen (16) BA units MUST be taken from within the Bachelor of Arts 

component, ie. from the HHB coded units listed on pages 7-15. Please note that a unit may not be counted in more than 

one Major. (Note: Units from other Faculties listed on pages 7ï15 which are not HHB coded units, eg NRB100, are not 

counted within the Bachelor of Arts requirement of 12 units but as part of the twelve permitted to be undertaken from 

other Faculties). 

 Students are required to maintain a minimum 50% enrolment in HHB-coded units within the Bachelor of Arts 

component of the double degree until they have completed eight (8) HHB-coded units (96 CP). For a full time student 

this means that a minimum of four (4) of the eight (8) units in the first year of their program must have a HHB code.
